Overcoming Discouragement

How do we overcome anxiety? We do this through faith in Christ. This is one of the valuable lessons of Philippians 4:4-7. Just as the presence and nearness of Christ helps us to overcome anxiety, it also helps us to overcome discouragement. I suppose discouragement is actually a form of anxiety. It just manifests itself differently.
Often we become discouraged when things don’t go as we have planned or as we think they ought to go. Perhaps one plans an event and it is poorly attended or others do not seem to be as excited and motivated about it as we are. Perhaps we become overwhelmed with a very lengthy “to do” list. Sometimes we start a project and it just really flops or worse-case-scenario, we finish the project, push the start button and it “flies to pieces.” What do you do? Do you just throw up your hands and quit. This is certainly what Satan would like to do.

The nearness and presence of Christ implies many things that, when we believe and live them, help us overcome any feelings of discouragement. The first thing His presence does is drive away any feelings of loneliness. Remember, “The Lord is at hand…” (Phil. 4:4-7). I know that I am especially susceptible to becoming discouraged when I feel lonely. The knowledge that Christ is always close at hand and that He has promised to never leave or forsake me (Hebrews 13:5) is a powerful antidote to loneliness and its tendency to bring on discouragement.

Knowing that Christ is near helps to overcome discouragement because It reminds me that, ultimately, nothing really depends upon me. Often times we we wallow in self-pity and say things like “I just can’t do it anymore” we are actually demonstrating symptoms of human pride. We are, in effect, saying. It all depends upon me and now all is lost because I just can’t do it anymore. When we come right down to it, very little depends upon me. All is in God’s hands and I very simply, meekly and humbly yield myself to His will.

I suggest that if you have not yet memorized Phil. 4:4-7, you do so. The truth it expresses is a powerful antidote to discouragement and anxiety and a constant source of peace and comfort. Let us not be discouraged. Let’s be empowered by the presence of Christ.[image: image3][image: image4][image: image5]
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
