John 15:5 speaks to this, too.

Me you can do nothing.”

Paul writes in Romans 5:10 about Jesus saving us.



“For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, 

having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.”

It should be obvious that without Jesus and the sacrifice he made we would be hopelessly lost. We aren’t dependent on Jesus Christ alone. Jesus created the church because he knew that we would need each other to succeed and build His Church. Hebrews 10:24-25 says: 


24 “And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, 25not forsaking the 

assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much 

the more as you see the Day approaching.”.

The Bible also tells us in Ephesians 4:2 that we should bear with one another in love.
