DO WE NO LONGER BLUSH?


You could sum up Israel’s apostasy by stating they reached a point when they could no longer blush (Jeremiah 6:14ff).  Centuries later, I look at my country and sadly observed that many no longer blush.  Forty-eight years ago, by a 7-2 Supreme Court decision, America gained the legal right to no longer blush at abortion.  Regardless of our political identity, in many respects we, as a country, no longer blush.  Sadly, it is not just the world that no longer blushes, it is also many who claim to be Christians, yet who fail to see the essential connection between morality and spirituality.  Yet, if we expect the world to blush about sin, perhaps we, as God’s people, need to blush about sin to the extent that we are willing to speak, rather than remain silent about it.  As God’s people, as those who belong to the church for which Christ died, do we no longer blush:

2.  At spiritual indifference?




3.  At immorality (Romans 1:19-32)?




4.  At irreverence?


It may very well be that what has caused us to stop blushing is the politicalization and legalization of sin.  As a result, we become silent because of the politicalization of sin, and partakers of sin because of its legalization.


From a political standpoint, we have had a change in administration and, just as I prayed for the previous administration, I will also pray for this administration.  Yet, from the spiritual standpoint, no change in administration will cause America to blush again, to the extent of being penitent, except for God’s people to show up, stand up, and speak up.
